Grade 8 Online Transition

The online Grade 8 transition process for
Independent School for September 2025 wiill
run from January 15, 2025, to January 28, 2025.

Students who attend Grade 7 at an independent school
within the School District No. 57 boundaries can apply to a
School District No. 57 school for Grade 8 using this process.
Applications must be made to the catchment school
associated with the student's address. The online
application process opens in January of each year and will
be open for approximately 2 weeks. Details on how to apply
will be sent to independent school Principals. Students
looking to register after these dates should contact their
catchment area school. Students looking to attend non-
catchment schools should first register at their catchment
school then request a transfer through the online student
transfer process.

The annual online regular bus registration for
the 2025-26 school year will be available on the
School District's website during the month of
May 2025. Applications received after the end
of June 2025 will be accommodated based on
available seating.
